Opals-the largest known Opal is a yellow-orange one of 220
troy ounces unearthed by a bulldozer at Andamooka, South
Austrdiain January, 1910. It is valued at $210,000.

The largest recorded stone of gem quality was a 520,000 carat
(229 pounds) aguamarine found near Marambais, Brazil in 1910.
It yielded over 200,000 carats of gem quality stones.

The largest lump of gold ever found was in the Holterman Reef,
New South Wales, Australiain 1972, It weighed 7,560 ounces.

The largest pearl, for you pearl lovers, weighs 14 pounds, 1
ounce. It is9.5 inches long by 5.5 inchesin diameter. It was found
in Palawan, Phillipines, on May 7, 1934, inside the shell of a giant
clam.

Want something from the good old US of A. How about a
turquoise weighing 218 pounds found in Riverside County,
Cadlifornia, on January 17, 1975.

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Jasper; Abundant & Beautiful
by Marilyn Ferrier

Jasper is a dlica minera that is classified under
cryptocrystalline quartz. It is opaque, fine-grained, dense
(hardness 6.5-7). Its submicroscopic crystals allow most jaspersto
take a high, enduring polish making it extensively used for
jewelry. Iron oxide and other ore impurities determine the color.
Because of its great abundance and diversity of pattern and color
it is part of amost all rock collections.

Below is alist of some of the more commonly known varieties of
jasper.
- Biggs Jasper: Browns/tans, complex distinctive patterning,
from Biggs, Oregon. Looks like it has had a rough ride
through history.

Brecciated Jasper: Rounded fragments naturally cemented
together in a gray base.

Bruneau Jasper: Browns/tans with distinctive core patterns
from Bruneau River, Idaho

Green Jasper: Very light to dark green colors, sometimes
quite gemmy (color from chlorites).

Leonard Skin Jasper: Orbicular Jasper with a tan color,
resembling leopard spots.

Morrisonite: Desirable multicolored jasper from the Owyhee
River area, Oregon.

Orbicular Jasper: Jasper with rounded rings throughout the
stone.

Poppy Jasper Y ellow orbicular with red rings.

Red Jasper: From dull red to intense, bright red with some
patterning (color from iron oxide).

Yellow Jasper: Some intense yellow-gold has been dug from
the Red Top areain Eastern Washington

Wonders Of A Crystal

A crystal is one of the strangest objects of nature. It is not alive, yet it
grows. A crystal attracts the same kind of materials of which it is
composed, arranges them with great accuracy in geometrical forms,
cements the parts together and holds them. Place a crystal in aliquid, or
vapor composed of the same ingredients as the crystal and the process of
accumulation immediately begins. If a crystal was broke in two parts and
placed in a bath of liquefied crystal, the broken surface will be repaired
and each part will grow into another crystal, providing the other
conditions favorable for crystal growth are present.

Even &fter a crystal has been worn until it is but a rounded grain of
sand, it will speedily become a crystal again if placed in a solution
containing the ingredients of which it is composed. There is no known
limit to the ability of a crystal thusto repair itself and resume its growth.

Under a microscope a crystalline solution can be seen forming into
crystals, and it is awonderful sight. First, innumerable dark spots formin
the fluid; they stand still and then begin to move. It is soon seen that the
movement arranges the spots in straight lines, like beads. The beads
speedily coalesce into rods, and the rods arrange themselves into layers
until acrystal is created. The process proceeds so rapidly that it is amost
impossible to follow closely.
